The objectives of this research were: 1) study the organisational culture of secondary
schools under the Office of Basic Education Commission; 2) study the job performance of foreign
teachers in secondary schools under the Office of Basic Education Commission; and 3) analyse the
organisational culture aspects that impact job performance of foreign teachers in secondary schools
under the Office of Basic Education Commission. The population used in the research was 2,358
secondary schools under the Office of Basic Education Commission. It is based on data from the
quantitative research of 119 sample secondary schools under the Office of Basic Education
Commission in Bangkok. The research informants were 438 foreign teachers who had taught English in
secondary schools under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office Bangkok 1 and 2 for at least
one academic year. The research tools employed were check-list questionnaires, short answer and 5-
level rating scale questionnaires. The data analysis tools include frequency, percentage, mean,
standard deviation, Pearson correlation coefficient, Tolerance and Variance Inflation Factor (VIF)

statistics, Durbin-Watson statistic, and Enter multiple regression analysis.

The research findings are: 1) the overall observation of the organisational culture of
secondary schools under the Office of Basic Education Commission is at high level. The organisational
culture aspect most observed by foreign teachers is Diversity which is at the highest level; 2) the
overall job performance of foreign teachers is at high level. The job performance aspect most
observed by foreign teachers is Self-Conduct which is at the highest level; and 3) the organisational
culture has impacts on the overall job performance of foreign teachers in secondary schools under
the Office of Basic Education Commission. The organisational culture aspect that has the highest

impact on their job performance is Collegiality.
