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This researchis a survey of 418 Bangkok residents. The purpose of this research is to study the
cofrelations among demographic characteristics, exposure to economic crisis information, perception of its
severity, consumption behavior and consumption behavioral change among respondents. Questionnaires !
were used to gather data and percentage, mean, T-values, One-Way Anova and Pearson's Product Moment :L

Correlation Cosfficients were calculated by SPSS package program to analyze the data.

The results of the research are as follow :

1. Demographic characteristics namely : Gender is comelated with : 1) economic crisis
exposure, 2) perception of the crisis severity, 3) lccal products consumption. Age is correlated with:
1) economic crisis exposure 2) consumption of local products, ir:nponed products and services. Education is :
correlated with: 1) economic crisis exposure, 2) perception of the crisis severity, 3) consumption of imported
products and services. Occupation is corretated with: 1} economic crisis exposure, 2) services consumption.
Personal income is correlated with: 1) economic crisis exposure, 2) services consumption. However, there
were no cc;rrelations between demographic characteristics and the reduction of consumption,

2. Economic crisis exposure is positively correlated with the perception of the crisis severity,

3. Economic crisis exposure is positively correlated with the reduction of consumption of
imported products and services.

4. Respondents’ perception of crisis severity is positively correlated with the reduction of

consumption of local products and services.
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
