The purpose of this research was to examine family background, socialization, and exposure
to TV programs and investigative reporting TV programs of chikiren and juvenile with deviant
behavior who broke the law, The methodology was indepth interview of 40 subjects sampling group
being children and juvenile in the Offices of Obscrvation and Protection Centre ; Baan Metta, Baan
Karuna, Baan Mutita, and Baan Prance. .

The findings of study :

1.The children and juvenile with deviant behavior mostly had the imperfect family
background such ag having separated parents, having dead father or mother, having father involving
ssveral wives, and being adopted children. In addition, it was found that children and juvenile with
deviant behavior mostly came from familics of which economic and social class was low,

2.The children and juvenile with deviant behavior mostly came from first, the familics
having deviant behavior (92.5 percent) such as gambling, alcohol drinking, drug addicting, quarreiling,
and law breaking ; sccond were the laissez-faire rearing families (52.5 percent), and third, the
autocratic rearing families (40 percent).

3. For the study on exposure to TV programs and motivation, it was found that the children
and juvenile with deviant behavior expose themselves to Drama, Taik Show Variety program, and
Game Show program, respectively. On their motivation of exposure to TV programs, it was found that
the exposures were for time killing, relaxing and joyfulness, receiving messages for talking topics with
their friends, and escaping from society, respectively. Further , it appeared that the children and
juvenile with deviant behavior favored the dramas or movies on youngsters having family problems,
being drug addicted, and having physical aggression due to seeing that the contents were similar to
their own lives. Also, they imitated some good and bad actors’ behaviors such as law breakings,
talking and dressing styles, and getting together to commit sowme disturbances of peace.

: 4. For the study on exposure to investigative reporting TV programs, it was found that
children and juvenile with deviant behavior mostly watched programs for being joyful and thrilling,
learning law breaking skills, taking the messages to be the topics for talking with their friends, getting
information for protecting themselves, and secing that the contents were in accordance with their lives,

respectively.
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
