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The purpose of this research was to study the development of artistic skill of mathayom
suksa one students according to Viktor Lowenfeld’s theory by using portfolio assessment. The population of the
study were 25 mathayom suksa one students from Khao Chakun Wittayakom School in the second semester of
the academic year 1998. The instruments used in this study were: 1. Viktor Lowenfeld's behavioral observation
for artistic development form. 2. Lesson plan for teaching the Art and Life Course. 3, performance assessment
form. 4. portfolio assessment form, The data collected were analyzed by arithmetics mean and standard
deviation,

The research results obtained from Viktor Lowerfeld's behavioural observation form revealed the
following:

1. Physical development. In the first week, student hed a low laeve! of physical development,
Their physical development improved steadily and in the sixth week, the scores were at the medium level,

2. Emotional development. In the first week, scores showed that students were at medium
levef of emotional development, The development improved gradually and in the sixth week at the medium
*fevel of development, :

3. Social development. In the first week, students were at the medium level of social
development. The development improved steadily until in the sixth week at the medium level of development,

4. Intellectual development. In the first week, scores showed that students were at a low level
of intellectual development. Their development improved steadily and in the sixth week, their pverage score
reached the medium level of development, _

5. Development of creativity. In the first week, scores showed that students were at a
medium level of development. In the sixth week, the score for development of creativity reached the high level,

6. Development of sense of aesthetics, In the first week, the scores showed that students
were at the low lavel in this category of development. However, their development continued  steadily and in the
sixth week, thelr scores reached the medium level.

7. Perceptual development. In the first week, the score showed that students were at the low

level in this category of development, However, their development continued steadily and in the sixth week, their
scores reached the medium level,

The students’ assessment of their own performance from their portfolio, assessments by thelr
friends and their teacher revealsed the following :

Students gave the highest scores to their own creative paintings, they attached the lowest
score to colours.

Their friends gave the highest score to the work in the category of surface, they attached
the lowest score to coiours.

The teacher gave the highest score to the work in the category of surface, they atiached the
lowest score to colours.

From the resufts of the  students’ ‘assessment of their own portfolios, assessment by their
friends and their teacher, it was discovered that

Students attached the highest scores to self acceptance and acceptance of others, they gave
the lowest score to the work regarding planning their portfolio and' following the plan.

Their friends attached the highest scores to self acceptance and acceptance of others, They
gave the lowest score to “applying knowledge in solving problems at hand”

The -teacher attached the highest scores to seif acceptence and acceptance of others, The
teacher gave the lowest score to complstion of work.
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
