“Article 1 Definitions

(1) For the purpose of this federal law, “blinding laser weapon™ means a weapon
which has been specifically designed, as its sole combat function or as one of its
combat functions, to cause, through laser beams, permanent blindness to the naked
eye or to the eye with corrective eyesight devices.”
