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The objective of the present thesis is to study the background and concept of administrative procedure
which establishes the judge who makes the conclusions to balance the power of consideration of the panel ; and to
study whether the authority of the judge, who makes the conclusions according to the establishment of adminis‘rative
court and procedure, B.E. 2542, could effectively balance the arbitration of the panel in accordance with the intention
of introducing the system of the mentioned judge to Thailand.

The result of the study indicates that the system of the judge who makes the conclusions in administrative
court of Thailand has developed from the role of official in charge of the case of the committees in the Council of
State and from the role of the judge who makes the conclusions or Commissaire du gouvernement in Conseil d’etate
of France. Thailand has adopted this system in order to examine the function of panel and the above judge which will
lead to the most successful judgement. If the panel has different opinion from that of the judge who makes
conclusions, the panel has to show better and stronger reasons to make the decision since in each case there are
some conclusions of the mentioned judge enclosed with the judgement of the court. The conclusions hereby are able
to balance the judgement of the panel if they consist of good reasons. This will prompt the panel to consider the case
much more carefully in all aspects. According to the study of judgement and conclusions in administrative court of
Thailand, it is found that the function of the judge who makes conclusions can efficiently balance the power of the
arbitration panel in administrative court because most judgements of administrative court are in line with the judge
making conclusions. However, the main problems of this system are there is no evident requirement of the quality of
those who can be the judge to make conclusions and the multi-role of the judge, who functions as both the judge of
the panel and the judge in charge of the case , does not make the people realize its importance in administrative
procedure. Besides, there is no publication of the conclusions with the judgement of the court as set in the law, which
prevents the function of the judge and the panel from being fully examined and assessed; and therefore hinders the
development of principles of administrative law from the conclusions as in other countries.

Therefore, there should be more specific requirement of the quality and functions of the judge who makes
the conclusions and should make the balance of the arbitration complete by publicizing( the conclusions with the
judgement of the court. These will render the judgement more acceptable to all parties and the importance of the role
of the judge who makes conclusions can be realized. All of these aforementioned will lead to the development of

administrative procedure in Thailand.
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
