CHAPTER V
SUMMARY AND RECOMMENDATIONS

The purpose of this study was to compare values held
by the second-generation Chinese in Thailand with those held
by the Thai, From an identificational point of view, the
gsecond-generation Chinese in Theiland constitute a hetero-
geneous group. These people may be classifled into three
large groupings: those who identify themselves with Theals,
those who identify themselves with the Chinese, and those
who are uncertein about their identity i.e., Thai or Chinese,
Thus,. 1t wae hypothesized that the second-generation Chinese
who identify themeelvee with the Chinese rather than with the
Thai will be more different from the Thal in values than those
who identify themselves with the Thal rather than the Chilnese.
It wae also delimited that the values to be investlgated were
wealth, prestige, educatio, and benevolence,

To test this hypothesis, two forms of the behavioral
differential scale were constructed to assess the two variables
involved in this hypothesis, i.e., identification and values,
Behavioral differential scales were employed on the assumption
that by providing as stimull persons of various ethnic affilia-
tions, the social distance obtained could be used as a measure
of a person's identification with the ethnic group. In addition,
it was assumed that by providing as stimull persons with differing
values, the social distance obtained could be considered as

a measure of a person's value preferences,
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The subjects were 167 adolescents: 97 second-generation
Chinese (56 boys and 41 girls) and 70 Thais ( 42 boys and 28
girls)., The criterion for choosing the second-generation
Chinese subjects was that thelr perents and grand-parents had
been born in China., Similarly, the criterion for choosing
Thel subjects was that their parents and grand-parents had
been born in Thailand,

The subjects then rated four stimulus persong---- a Thal,
e Chinese, a pro-Chinese Thel, and en anti-Chinese Thal----on
fifteen seven-point behavioral differential items, They also
rated, on twelve seven-point behavioral differentizl and three
semantlic differential scales, sixteen stimulus persons each
of which consists of one combination of the following values:.
desiring an excessive amount of wealth versus desiring a mode-
rate amount of wealth; seeking fame and prestige versus ignoring
fame and prestige; seeing education as important versus seeing
education as unimportant; and being benevolent versus not being
benevolent,

The second-generation Chinese were divided into three
groups according to their D-scores----obtained by subtraction
of social distance toward the Chinese from that toward the Thai.
A high D-score was taken as an indication of a high degree of
ldentification with the Chinese whereas a low D-score was taken
as an indication of a high degree of identification with the
Thal, There were 26, 41, and 30 subjects in these three groups:
the high Chinese, the medium Chinese, and the low Chinese

respectively.
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Veriance of subjects'' responses was analysed by uslng
the multifactor repeated-meésure model, The results are as
follows:

1, When the second-generation Chinese were treated as
three seperate groups and then compared with one another, as
well as with the Thai, the high Chinese were found to place
more emphasis on prestige than do the middle and the low Chinese.
The middle and the low Chinese were also found to value pres-
tige more than do the Thel, However, the middle and the low
Chinese did not differ from each other in the weight they put
on prestige. This lest finding wes interpreted in terms of
a lower D-score descrepancy between the two groups, For the
other three values, there were no significant differences. Thus,
the hypothesis was partially supported.

2., When the second-generation Chinese were treated as
a group and then compered with the Thei, one more significant
difference emerged, The Thal did not strongly reject those
who value wealth more than other things., The notion that wealth
acquisition is discouraged by the Thai was questioned. On the
other hend, the second=generation Chinese show stronger re-
jeetion to wealth valuers. On the basis of this finding, they
might, therefore, be considered as less materialistic than
the Thal, In addition, this last finding may be taken as one
indication of a deperture of second=-generation Chinese values
from their parents'.

3. The Thal and the second-generation Chinese consistently
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put greater weight on educatlion and benevolence, For the
second-generation Chinese, the rejection of those who do not
appreciate education may also be taken as another departure

from their parents' 'values.

Recommendations

On the basis of these findings, the author of the present
study would like to suggest that:.

1, the Thai and the second-generation Chinese be com-
pared with regard to these values again, but with a different
technique, to see whether these findings can be valldated,

2. these two groupe be compared with regard to other
value areas, such as those concerning authority, occupation,
religion, family, and marriage, etc.,

3, values of the younger generation, both Thal and
Chinese, be compared with those of the older generation, and

4, a standardized value inventory, like that of Allport
et al,.'s Study of Valueal, be developed so that powerful re-
search in thies area might be possible in Thalland.
