Crime in the present has increased its violence in both a number and a manner of commissions. In the
past, crime was ordinarily committed by an individual or so-called “Street Crime”, provided that crime is
firstly committed by way of violation of law which causes violence such as robbery, willful murder, forcible
rape etc. After that crime has been developed to the new manner, for example, economic crime,
technological crime and organized crime which is managed under non-disclosed system, procedure for
maintaining confidentiality in its organization, given that such organized crime is operated through its
administrative structure. Its control and monitoring shall be strictly undertaken in order to reach goal and

target which lead to an enormous number of benefits from the crime committed.

There will be no legal action taken against an offender if such offender is not punished or related evidence
cannot be found and no evidence is proven that such offender has actually committed the crime as per an
accusation. The aforesaid is in accordance with a principle that “an offender shall be punished if a delator
who has responsibility to prove is enable to prove that such offender has actually committed a crime and a
burden of proof has been done until all doubt arising out of the said accusation has been clarified" (Prove
Beyond the Reasonable Doubt). However, a money laundering is a victimless crime or crime without direct
injured person or a person directly suffered from the crime committed. A consequence of the crime causes
the offender being wealthily remunerated. The offender then satisfies with the remuneration received from
crime. As a kind of the victimless crime, there is no legal action taken by the injured person against the
offender of the money laundering. This causes difficulty in law enforcement because all relevant evidences
are normally in possession of the offender. However, after having consideration on this matter, the offender
himself is the person who has the best knowledge and thoroughly knows all relevant facts of the crime
because the offender is the person who commits the crime and knows all the evidences relevant to the
committed crime. In an arrest of the offender, if the offender discloses all the fact to the governmental
official, it would be useful for gathering of relevant evidences and properties. This also causes the gathering
of the evidence and proceeding of litigation against members on the organized crime to become more
effective. In addition, because of a special characteristic of the money laundering, it is collectively
committed by a number of persons or by way of the organized crime. Normally, the money laundering is
always collectively committed by offenders. Furthermore, it is continuously committed and in addition to
other offences which leads to properties in the money laundering case. If such special characteristic is
taken into consideration upon investigation and interrogation, also used as evidence for legal action against
the offender, the organized crime will be eliminated. Moreover, if the associated offender agrees to co-
operate, especially the offender of he money laundering, the arrest of the offenders will be more effectively
proceeded.
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
