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The aim of the present study was to examine a model positing that anger rumination
mediates the relationship between injustice experiences and forgiveness, while beliefs in a just
world (i.e., immanent justice and ultimate justice) served as moderating variables. A sample of 225
undergraduate students in Chulalongkorn University participated in the study.

Based on a maximum likelihood (ML) estimation method and a bootstrapping technique,
results have shown that the joint effect of injustice experiences and beliefs in immanent justice was
found to have an indirect effect on forgiveness through anger rumination, which is consistent with

the conceptual scheme of mediated moderation.
