Programme Notes:
JOHANN SEBASTIAN BACH (1685-1750)
Toccata in G major, BWV 916

The chief manuscript for the Toccata in G major is Andreas Bach’s Book. The
lost copy of Heinrich Gerber contains the title Concerto seu Toccata pour le
Clavecin. However, the French word clavecin was used as a generic term. Thus,
it could refer to both clavichord and harpsichord, leaving the question of the
i d di unar d. In addition, the keyboard music of Bach’s era
was not designated for a particular instrument, so the organ is yet another
option for performance. It was during the Weimar period that Bach was
getting familiar with the Italian-style concerto by transcribing instrumental
works by Albi i, Vivaldi and Tell As Richard Jones states in reference
to these transcriptions, “the impact upon Bach of this encounter with the
Italian concerto was profound, providing him not only {in transcribed form)
with vehicles for his own keyboard virtuosity but with compositional models
that further extended his stylistic range and refined various aspects of his
technique.

Bach therefore designed his Toccata in G major in a three-movement concerto
layout, employing the distinctive ritornello element in the opening phrase of
the Allegro while following the German tradition of inserting the Fugue as a
final movement. The exuberant first movermnent is followed by the imitative
Adagio and the Fugue has a dance-like character, marked as Allegro e Presto.
Because of its formal organisation and overall mood, this Toccata is often
compared to Bach’s Italian Concerto BWWY 371. These two works could have
been composed around 1713, the year in which Bach composed his organ and
harpsichord concerto transcriptions.

LUDWIG VAN BEETHOVEN (1770-1827)

Piano Sonata in A major, Op.101

Ludwig van Beethoven's Piano Sonata No. 28 in A major, Op. 101, was written
in 1816 and was dedicated to the pianist Baroness Dorothea Ertmann, née
Graumen. This sonata marks the beginning of what is generally regarded as
Beethoven's final period, where the forms are more complex, ideas more
wide-ranging, textures more polyphonic, and the treatment of the themes and
motifs even more sophisticated than before. Op.101 well exemplified this new
style, and Beeth the newly ded keyboard compass of the
day.

This piano sonata consists of four movements:

FREDERIC CHOPIN (1810-1849)
Mazurka in A minor, Op.59 No.1

The Mazurka in A minor, the first of the three opus 59 Mazurkas, starts with a
bold opening theme; though initially understated and timid, sounding like a
voice from afar, it gradually rouses itself and surges up. Its closing phase,
falling down a tone, resembles an echo and returns into silence.

That opening theme subsequently returns, acting like an anchor, a fixed point
of reference, albeit invariably altered somewhat. And between its recurrences,
we hear music that appears to be derived {or spun out) from it, though
differing in tone and character. It gives the impression of wanting to break free
from the bonds that delimit its actions. The new theme, resounding in the
parallel key (A major) and betraying a distinctly mazur spirit (not kujawiak, like
the previous theme), does so more boldly, with considerable vigour.

But the dam only bursts with the following theme, full of chromaticisms,
dissonant sonorities and angular rhythms, marked by ferment and wilfulness.
And then the mystery of the conclusion is played out; that is, the coda, or
perhaps rather the epilogue, in which Chopin’s masterful control of emotions,
and of the art of condensing them into the space of a dozen bars or so,
reaches its pinnacle. Once again, we have fragments of themes and echoes of
motives, we have tumult and quietude, cries and nostalgic questions
unanswered.

The Mazurka in A minor has been inscribed by monographers on the list of
miniature masterpieces. Zdzislaw Jachimecki admired its ‘fresh ideas’ and
‘supreme refinement of means’. Ludwik Bronarski found - at certain points -
‘the most beautiful sounds that it is possible to produce from the piano’.

SERGEI PROKOFIEV (1891-1953)
Piano Sonata in F minor, Op.1

Prokofiev: Piano Sonata No. 1 in F minor, Op. 1 was one of music’s true
Is. And after a start he produced a sufficient number of squibs
to create a musical scandal. Works such as the First Piano Concerto, A
Diabolical Suggestion, and the Toccata were graphically denounced as football
music, fit only to win first prize in a Conservatory in Hell. Within a reasonably
short time, Prokofiev was firmly established as Russia’s most brilliant bad boy.

However, the First Sonata (written in 1909 when Prokofiev was eighteen)
hardly extends the language of Russia’s Romantic ancien régime, and there is
more than a touch of Medtner’s ceaselessly flowing invention and of
Rachmaninov's yearning intensity and love of sequence. Written with all the
exuberance of a young pianist anxious to confirm his virtuoso status, Op. 1 is
nonetheless opulent and fulsome in a manner Prokofiev later came to despise.
It is his first ad last attempt to curry favour with Russia’s musical die-hards,
rather than tweak their ears and rouse them from musical lethargy.

Ballade in A flat major, Op.47

The third ballade was composed during 1840-41 and dedicated to
Mademoiselle Pauline de Noailles. According to Bourget and Schumann, this
ballade was close to Mickiewicz's “Switez", a tragic narration of man's
uncertainty and beautiful maiden's deception. Quite different from the first
two ballades, this ballade opens with a very long introductory conversation
before the main theme appears. This is the most resembling of a dance form
among Chopin's ballades. The main theme is so elegant and charming that it
recap' joy and happi: every time it reappears. The second subject
begins with the flowing of notes through A flat major and and E flat major, and
goes through expressive modulations and trills, which is considered the most
charming musical gem among the ballades. The reappearance of the main
theme proposes a key change from A flat major to C sharp minor, which leads
to an agitated and turbulent section. The theme becomes darker and the
storm does not fade out completely; it becomes the background for the main
theme to reappear for the last time. A series of rising octaves and chords, a
variant from the introduction, leads to the climax of the ballade, and an
abridged version of the second subject concludes the work in a triumphant,
but still elegant as always, manner.
