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The purpose of this research study was to examine the relationships that belief in just world, intrinsic
religious orientation, and extrinsic religious orientation had with subjective well-being and psychological well-
being. Data were collected from 180 Thai undergraduates from a public university in Bangkok. Participants
responded to a set of questionnaires measuring subjective well-being (A = .81), psychological well-being
(A= .79), belief in just world (A = .82), intrinsic religious orientation (O = .94), and extrinsic religious

orientation (O = .88)

Findings revealed significant positive correlations between subjective well-being and just world
[r(178) = .25, (p < .01, one-tailed)], intrinsic religious orientation [(178) = .16, (b < .05, one-tailed)], and
extrinsic religious orientation [r(178) = .17, (p < .01, one-tailed)]. As for psychological well-being, it was
significantly associated with belief in just world [(178) = .21, (b < .01, one-tailed)] and intrinsic religious
orientation [1(178) = .20, (p < .05, one-tailed)]. No association was found, however, between this construct
and intrinsic religious orientation [(178) = .02, (ns)]. When examined together, belief in just world, intrinsic
religious orientation, and extrinsic religious orientation significantly predicted subjective well-being and
accounted for 5% of its variance (R2 = .05, p < .05). However, only the standardized regression coefficient of
belief in just world was statistically significant (B =0.22, p < .05). As for psychological well-being, the three
variables significantly predicted this construct and accounted for 7% of its variance (R = .07, p < .05).
However, only the standardized regression coefficient of intrinsic religious orientation (B =0.23,p <.05)and

extrinsic religious orientation were statistically significant (B =-0.19, p < .05).
