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PROFILE

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PROGRAM NOTE

Toccata in F sharp minor, BWV 910

This toccata was composed by Johann Sebastian Bach around 1707 - 1713. It’s divided to
several sections, like other Toccatas that composed by Bach.

It opens with an improvisation-like, with rapid running scales and arpeggios follow by the
adagio section. The atmosphere of the adagio section sounds like a lamentation, which have
motive of 3 notes that sounds like a bell and the harmony moves in chromatic throughout
the section.

Afterward, the first fugue section appears with simple subject of descending scale. The
tempo marking of this section is “presto e staccato”, it gives a feeling of rush and energetic.

The bridge section appears after a pause of first fugue. This section presents an
improvisation-like. However, this section has a style of a moving broken chord, unlike the
opening section.

The last fugue has a subject of descending chromatic scale, the composer probably
imitated motive from adagio section. In addition, this fugue is in chaconne-like, so it gives a

feeling of joyful dance atmosphere.

Piano Sonata in E flat Major, Op. 31 No. 3

This piece was composed by Ludwig van Beethoven in 1802. It has a nickname as “The
Hunt”. The mood of joyful can be heard throughout the piece. It consists of 4 movements.
Meanwhile, this sonata is in unusual structure, as it does not have a slow movement, like
other sonatas.

The first movement is in sonata-form, the composer did not give an exact key at the
beginning, instead, he used anticipation then resolve to E flat major a moment later, like the
composer tried to tell a joke. First theme has a jocular mood. In contrast, the second theme
has an expressive and beautiful melody. This whole movement gives an atmosphere of joy

and excitement.
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Second movement are marked “Scherzo”. It has a beautiful melody on the right hand and
offbeats staccato on left hand. A moment later, a funfare-like appears, as full chord with
Sforzando, imitating the sound of Trumpet then follow by a re-union staccato on both
hands. This whole movement sounds like a joke-telling.

Menuetto is the third movement of this sonata. Thought, it does not exactly the slow
movement, but compare to other movements, this movement has more expression and
more relaxation.

Last movement is imitated a Tarantella dance, with 6/8 time. Tempo marking of this
movement is “Presto con fuoco”. So, it sounds very fast and exciting. In the middle part of
this movement has a cadenza-like, as a pause from furious running triplet. Afterwards, the
motive comes back again but changing key until coda part, which sounds more exciting and

end with triumphant.

Two Fairy Tales Op. 20

These pieces composed by Nikolai Medtner, in 1909. It is one of his most famous fairy
tales. Fairy tales also known as “Skazki” in Russian is characteristic pieces which are short
but contain a story and produce a sound as if it’s telling a tale.

Fairy Tale Op.20 No.1 is in a key of B flat minor. It contains a very beautiful melodic line,
at the same time; the mood of this piece is very dramatic. Medtner told one of his students
to start the piece immediately without hesitation as if he bursts out a secret he’s kept for a
long time. The climax of this piece can compare to works by Rachmaninoff and Scriabin,
especially where he marked “con disperazione”. This piece ends with the lowest B flat on
the piano, in addition to relate to Fairy Tale Op.20 No.2.

Fairy Tale Op.20 No.2 is in a key of B minor. The title of this piece is “Campanella”, which
means little bells. However, Medtner mentioned in his original score that this piece is not
about the bells, instead his purposed was a picture of crying people in the first revolution of
Russia in 1905.

Tempo marking for this piece is “pesante, minaccioso”, which means present with
threatening. As it refers to the revolution, the atmosphere of the piece is very dark, menace

and powerful.
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At the beginning of the piece, we can hear the ostinato as the sound of bells in form of 3
notes; follow by a whole tone scale in octave. These are the landscape of this piece.
Furthermore, this piece does not show its key from the beginning, instead the composer
always hung the melody to supertonic until a moment later that it shows the real key.

This piece requires a good technique to perform, and uses a wide range of piano. The
Coda of this piece is the climax then the piece ends with the lowest B flat on the piano,

same as Fairy Tale Op.20 No.1

Piano Sonata in C minor, Op.29

Prokofiev composed this sonata in 1917 and dedicated to his friend, Maximilian
Schmidthof, whom committed suicide in 1913. This might be the reason of gloomy
atmosphere in this sonata.

The first movement is in sonata-form. The first theme, he used very low register on the
piano. The bridge to second theme has a very lyrical melodic line, then come again the
mystery and gloomy atmosphere in the second theme. This might suggest that the
composer was feeling sad that his friend committed suicide, as it can tell by the first
movement.

One of the favorite compositions of Prokofiev is the second movement of this sonata. It
contains a very beautiful melodic line in chromatic and a very sweet expression in the
middle part of this movement. He also arranged this movement for orchestra as “Andante
Op.29bis”

The last movement of this sonata is in rondo-form. It is very challenging for performer, as
it contains a wide range of alberti-bass, rapid jump of alberti-bass, rapid broken chords and
wide leaps passages. This movement sounds very excited and rushing until the end.
However, the middle section is very lyrical and beautiful. The Coda of this movement is a
reminiscence of the introduction, but it shows more energetic and more brilliant. The
movement brilliantly ends with a rushing-leap cross over of left hand and a fortissimo

dissonant chords.
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
