YANGWON HYUN: Interactions of Korean Users of Thai and Thai Speakers in Business Context:
An Interlanguage and Intercultural Pragmatic Study. ADVISOR: ASSOC. PROF. NATTHAPORN
PANPOTHONG, Ph.D., 468 pp.

The purpose of this study is to investigate the ways in which Korean users of Thai interact with
Thais in a business context. The study is divided into two parts. The first partis an interlanguage constative
pragmatic study of three speech acts by Koreans users of Thai to Thais, including reprimanding, responding
to an excuse, and asking for the delivery of promised works, acts which were predicted to be indicative of
communicative problems in the workplace. The data was collected in the form of discourse complete
tasks (DCTs) from 63 L2 Koreans and 66 native Thai speakers. Both group has working experience at a
business organization at least for 1 year. The results show that L2 Koreans and Thais used linguistic
strategies that were both similar and different in their acts reprimanding, responding to an excuse, and
asking for the delivery of promised works. The differences are likely due to transference pragmatic
knowledge by the Koreans in the study from their first language into their usage of Thai as a second
language. Reprimanding appears to be the speech act which indicated communication problems among
the three. This is because choice to perform an act of reprimanding between two was signficantly
different. The second part is an intercultural pragmatic study on interactional problems of L2 Koreans and
Thais at Korean business organizations located in Thailand. In-depth interviews with ten Korean and Thai
employees and field observations for six months were employed for gathering data. The findings indicate
that interactional problems occurred between the two sets of speakers can be categorized as follows:
their different norms of interaction, L2 Koreans' misunderstandings of the meaning of utterances, and
misinterpretations of the others' illocutionary points by both. In addition, an analysis of motivational
concerns found that L2 Koreans and Thais have different motivational concerns in the problematic
interactions studied. While L2 Koreans place a higher emphasis on the association rights or conforming
with expected roles and positions in order to achieve organizational goals, Thais mainly paid attention to
the quality face or considering others’ emotions in order to maintain smooth interpersonal interactions.
These interactional problems were associated with divergent socio-cultural factors such as, in Korea, a
strong business culture, a collectivistic military-like social organization, and Confucian values regarding
social roles and duties; andin Thailand, interdependent self-construal, the importance of maintaining each

others' Thai face (naa), and the Kreng jai concept of consideration for others.
