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C O N C LU S IO N

Surgical treatment provides the on ly chance o f  cure in  patients w ith  CH CA  

and especially h ila r CHCA . Cholangiographic imaging is an essential part o f  preoperative 

assessment, by he lp ing the surgical procedure and assisting in the selection o f  patients 

who may benefit from  extensive surgical treatment. The most effective imagings can 

im prove the operative outcome. Fo llow ing  the firs t line o f  investigation, (such as US), 
cholangiography is necessary i f  the patient is to undergo an operation. ERCP is the 

current im aging m oda lity  o f  choice. The results o f  our study indicates the benefits o f  

using MRCP in  the diagnosis and assessment o f  h ila r CHCA and CH C A  at the common  

duct. We believe MRCP can replace ERCP as the method used to assess in h ila r CHCA  

and C H C A  at the common b ile  duct.
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
