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The objectives of this research were (1) to study co-operation models between secondary schools and higher education
institutions for teaching profession development as currently prevalent in documents and research reports; (2) to develop a co-
operation model between secondary schools and higher education institutions for teaching profession development; (3) to test the

model by trying out as a case study between a secondary school and a higher education institution.

Results of the study in accordance with methodological stages were as follows. First stage: results of documentary
scanning analysis presented in a dendrogram covering realities and problems, culture, strategies, activities, conditions, limitations,
approaches and goals of co-operation development. Second stage: The first model was proposed from profile analysis of
homogeneous group with 10 highest correspondence indicators between teachers and faculty members. Inacomprehensive profile,
ten elements with highest correspondence were (1) personnel development through development and learning ; (2) developing
integrated framework ; (3) developing shared visions ; (4) participating in preparing basic education curricula appropriate for
locality ; (5) developing learning process for instilling wisdom and emotional intelligence ; (6) integrating mutual ethics ;
(7) developing pedagogies ; (8) adopting the guidelines for development from actual positions ; (9) building mutual trust and
respect and (10) promoting and supporting development of expertise. The second model was subsequently proposed from the
analysis of residues comprising of 38 heterogeneous variables with high correspondence indicators in addition from those variables
used in the first model, totaling 48 variables. Attributes of the second model comprised: (a) 4 variables in co-operation regarding
curricular dimensions, 6 variables in instructional dimensions; (b) 5 variables in individual strategies, 9 variables each in team and
organizational strategies; (c) 2 variables in conditions and limitations in strategic usage; (d) 4 variables in co-operation
development approach; and (e) outcomes of co-operation on teaching profession: 5 variables in responsibilities, 4 variables on
professional knowledge. Third stage: model testing by a case study between Mae Taeng School and Rajabhat Institute of
Chiengmai with emphasis on faculty members of Rajabhat as the change agents in inducing changes in secondary school
counterparts. Results of the test revealed development in teaching profession knowledge in school teachers involved in the project
as indicated by t-test between pre-test and post-test at .01 level of significance, which confirmed positive impacts of the model.

Observation and in-depth interviews indicated higher development in professional responsibilities.

Two co-operation models between secondary schools and higher education institutions for teaching profession derived
from the results of the research. The first model depicted an immediate feasibility without any conditions and limitations , possible
through strategies and co-operative activities together with guidelines for co-operation development resulting in teaching
profession development in responsibilities. The second model is an optimal co-operation, encompassing strategies, activities and

guidelines with conditions and limitations conducive to teaching profession development in both knowledge and responsibilities.
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
