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The objectives of this research were 1) to synthesize research reports on portfolio
evaluation using meta-analysis, 2) to evaluate the portfolio evaluations using meta-evaluation1
and 3) to systhesize the results from the first two objectives, propose and validate the
portfolio eval ation process and utilization. From literature review, seven-step portfolio
evaluation process and thiry-standard criteria were developed and used as a guideline for
meta-anlysis and meta-evaluation. Data for this study consisted of 83 variables
obtaining from 13 books, 17 academic articles and 19 research epoul pertaining to
portfolio eval ation; and qualitative data from the field interview of 24 teachers in 10
primary and secondary schools. Content analysis, descriptive and inferential statistical
analyses -were employed for meta-evaluation, meta-analysis and synthesis of results.

The major findings were as follows: 1) the meta-analysis result indicated that the
average effect size was 0.98 which signified higher achievement for the group employed
portfolio eval ation, 2) the research reports and teacher practices as portfolio evaluation that
meet the standard criteria were those having the following characteristics: formative evaluation
objective, the period of organizing portfolio that was longer than one semester, variety of
evaluation utilization, and calculation of validity of portfolio evaluation score. 3) Integrating the
above results yieded 3 of 16 patterns of the process and utilization of portfolio
evaluation that had high effect size and high quality as follows: the first one had its purpose
for formative evaluation; had complete procedure of planning, reflection and organization of
portfolio; had both teacher and student as evaluators; and had the step of reflection and
discussion towards evaluation results. The second and the third ones were similar to the fiiot

one except that there was no reflection and discussion, and that the third one aimed at

summative evaluation respectively.
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
