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Objectives: To assess non-genital and genital injuries, sexual transmitted infections and
characteristics of sexual assault.

Study design: Descriptive study with prospective data collection

Setting: Police General Hospital, Bangkok, Thailand.

Research methodology: Sexual assault victims attending Police General Hospital during 1 Oct
2004 and 30 Sep 2005 were recruited and studied for health consequences. All subjects were actual assault
cases and came to Police General Hospital within 14 days. Every victim was interviewed, physical and
forensic medical examined, checked up for STis at first visit, two week follow up visit, and three month follow
up visit. Finally, the informations were analyzed using descriptive statistics.

Results: All subjects were 377 sexual assault victims, which one male victim was excluded in
the analysis.  Most of the victims were single, 68.8% aged 10- 19. About injury, non-genital injuries
were recorded in 32.4% (95%Cl= 27.7%, 37.5%) of the victims, 91% of which were only mild trauma.
Genital injuries were found in 43.4% (95%Cl = 38.4%, 48.4%) of the victims. At the follow up visit, 3.0%
(95%ClI = 0.7%, 5.3%) and 1.5% (95%CI = -0.2%, 3.2%) were infected by N. gonorrhea and
Trichomonas vaginalis respectively. The pregnancies resulted from sexual assault were 1.7% (95%Cl
=0.1%%,3.3%). The average highest education level was 8.8 years (secondary education level). Most
of the victims were student/undergraduate (51.1%), lived with their parents (55.3%), knew the assailants
(66.2%), sexually assaulted by single assailant (83.7%) and came to Police General Hospital within 3
days after the assault (77.4%). The offenders approached the victims by con method 52.9%, by blitz
methods 34.0% and controlled by physical force 85.6%, by weapons 14.5%.

Conclusion: Most victims aged 10-19 years. About 30% and 40% of sexual assault victims
had non-genital and genital injuries respectively. All injuries were mild to moderate degree. Very few
sexual assault victims (1.5 - 3%) had STis. About 1.7% were pregnant after sexual assault.
