An architectural feature that is basically a mass of fine sculpture is the Sinhalese
staircase. It includes an intricately decorated flight of steps flanked by omate balustrades with a2
frontal stand formed by a pair of guardstones.

THE MOVIE MAKING PROCESS

Before a start can be made on the making of a movie, a suitable script must be found

1

It is unlikely that the first version of the script will be entirely suitable, and so the next
step is to re-write it. It may be many months before all the people whose work will be affected by
the final version of the script will be satisfied. Together, they work out the dialogue, until
everyone agrees on a final plan for the movie.

2

Choosing suitable actors and actresses is of ceniral importance. A mistake in casting
could make the film unprofitable, and harm the reputations of those involved in it.
The film can be made either on location, or in a studio or sound stage a combination of both may
also be used. Although a studio can be arranged to represent any required setting, it is usually less

realistic than a location. On the other hand, it is less costly than shooting on location.

The composer begins to write or choose suitable music not before shooting, but following
the completion of most of the shooting. Through the music, he has to create a mood in the mind
of the audience which will reflect or reinforce the action on the screen. He also works closely

with the actors and actresses to achieve this.

No.l: Vietnamese Imperialism

Some feel that the Vietnamese invasion into Kampuchea was a proxy war in which the
Soviet Union got its pawn, the Vietnamese, to act on its behalf. This view is still very popular.
However, from the fact that the military conquest of Kampuchea forwards Russian interests, it
does not necessarily follow that Kampuchea was conquered specifically for that purpose.

The Vietnamese did it for themselves. And clearly enough Hanoi has made more use of
the Soviet Union than Moscow has of Vietnam. As clearly, the Vietnamese have not yet achieved
their objective of a federated Indochina under their control although they have gone some distance
towards this objective.

Obviously, the extent to which Vietnamese imperialism will continue to which
Vietnamese imperialism will continue to be a source of conflict in Southeast Asia will depend on
the limits of its ambitions, its ability to match intent with capability, and the position of third
parties. In other words, it will depend on how far the Vietnamese want to go, whether they will be

able to spare the tremendous resources needed to get them there, and whether others are going to

stand n their way or not.

The Sino-Vietnamese War of 1979 is in my view still in progress, more than 4 years after
it began; it has merely moved into its war of attrition phase. It is worth noting that it is a war
whose every stage has been dictated by China. Although the lessons leamt by both parties in
1979’s conflict were painful, and the Chinese were unable to force a complete withdrawal of
Vietnamese troops from Kampuchea, Beijing has managed to force Hanoi to pull out its best
troops from Kampuchea in orer to deploy them in the eyeball to eyeball confroptation with the

No. 3: Domestic Challenges to Authority

For the first time in the history of the region, it is the communist regimes of Southeast
Asia which are today under the greatest attack by insurgencies, not the noncommunist regimes.

Because of the destruction of their sanctuaries and logistical infrastructure in Kampuchea
and the ideological disorientation brought on by the Kampuchean and Sino-Vietnamese Wars, the
Communist Party of Thailand (CPT) has been forced (for now at least) into adopting a low profile.
The terrorist situation in Malaysia is such that in the security field it has now dropped to being
second on the priority list, coming after the problem of drug abuse.

In communist Indochina, on the other hand, Vietnam has recently been forced into
Iaunching a major offensive against insurgents in the western provinces bordering Kampuchea.

Transcript of lecture on issues in
The Women’s Liberation
Movement

I want to talk to you now about some issues in the Women’s Liberation Movement. It was during
the early 70s that people first became, really active in what has become, really active in what has
become to be known as the “Women’s Liberation Movement’. Um... the sort of women who
were involved this, in these discussion, in these early meetings were often older women, typically
women who had been educated at university or college andl who were facing ah... the unexpected
frustrations of life, locking after small children, Um... they tended to meet in small groups at
first to, to read about and to discuss issues which they felt to be important to women. Um... these
small groups have continued until now there are discussions groups which, for women which go
in every town, and village in the country. But um... they also began to grow together ah... to
form regional groupings and national groupings and these regional groupings themselves from
time to time mounted regional and national campaigns and these campaigns um... marked for and
concentrated on four central demands:

Firstly they demanded equal pay for women, that is that they demanded that women should
be paid at the same rate as a man, as men um... if they were doing the same work.

Secondly ah... they demanded equal education and opportunity that is women should not
be discriminated against in any way ah... or treated in any any differently simply because they are
women.

Thirdly um... the demand was for 24 hour nurseries ah... that is child care should be
available at any time of the day or night. This would mean of course that no woman would be
stopped from doing her job simply because she had to look after her children.

Fourthly, am... the demand was for free contraception and abortion on demand. So that
women do not have to have children if they did not want to have them. This would then free

them to work normally in the same professional areas as men are already working in.
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But am...today I want to talk particularly about a couple of issues which relate to all of
these. Um... which are rather more general. Um.,.Firstly, um...it’s something women in the
movement particularly resented from the beginning this perhaps one of the issues which make
the, brought the women’s movement to operation in the first place. Particularly resented the fact
that in every day life, in all spheres of activity, um...women were always expected to operate in 2
clearly defined subordinate role, that is, it was always the women that made the tea, the women

who typed the leaflets, the women who sold the papers and so on. But it was the men who

. organised, the men who spoke at meetings, the men who took the decision. So all the major,

dominating roles were filled by men. In fact um...even in the early meetings of the Women's
Liberation Movement itself um...where men were included, they tended, it was the men who
dominated the discussion, not simply because they were trying to dominate it, because the women
lacked confidence in themselves and they allowed the men, they almost expected the men ah... to
dominate.

In fact, one of the crucial early experiences in thé Women’s Movement uh...was at one of
the earlier conferences in Skegness in 1971. Um...when a group including several men tried to
take the political leadership of the meeting, and the men were playing a very dominant role in that
take over bid. This causes a great deal of resentment and hostility among the women present.

So after these initial experiences, men were excluded not only from discussion sessions at
conferences and so on. But also Erom the social events they were totally excluﬁe’d in other words
from the activities of the Women’s Liberation Movement. This doesn’t mean to say that ah...
men’s participation in the fight for, fight over certain issues was not welcomed, it was ah... but
during, but in the specific activities of the Women’s Liberation Movement itself men were
excluded. Um... this exclusion ah... was part of an attempt to find ways of developing and
extending the political and social confidence of the women involved.

This question of relationship with men and the relationship and the Women’s Liberation
Movement and male dominated organisations is one which has remained a subject of debate
ah...some people within the movement feel that all Women’s Liberation Movement activities
should take place apart from men ah...but it has to be said that this is certainly not the view of the

majority.
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A second issue which I'd like to talk about um... and which is very widely discussed in
women’s groups is the question of wages for housework. Many women feel that the work they
do in the house ah... does not receive and has never received proper recognition. They feel that
the man usually goes out to work in an office or factory, and he is paid for that work and he uses
the money he receives to support the family, what is usually called his family, and this is
particularly the case when the wife herself does not go to work, but works in the home. This
automatically puts the man in a dominant position and makes the woman dependant on him.

But it is argued that this is not a fair arrangement, the work the woman dies in the home is
every bit as important as the man’s work. It is also in every way real work, it is necessary and the
whole family benefits from it. In fact, it could be said that in some ways it’s less pleasant than the
man’s work as the woman house worker doesn’t have the pleasure of working together with
colleagues, She’s working alone. She’s shut-up, shut-up in the house for most of the time ah...
so it’s not surprising that many women suffer from acute loneliness.

Perhaps the one major thing which separates woman's house work from the man’s work is
that the man is paid for this work, but she is not paid for hers. So it is that some women have
suggested that the State would pay wages to all women for doing housework. But most women
have shown themselves to be against this idea, for a number of reasons. In particular, they’re
against the idea, firstly because um... such an arrangement would not change the fact that
mothers with young children tend to be socially isolated in the house during the day. They would
still be isolated, they would simply be paid for being isolated.

Secondly, ah... they are against the idea because such a system would implicitly accept that
it would be the woman who would stay at home confirming what she already feels that her role is
simply subservient, subordinate to the man,

And finally, ah... many women are against the idea of wages for housework because this
would give the State a2 means of tempting women to stay in the home and produce large families.
That is, it would be treating them and leading them to a role of being baby machines and little
more. And so it would be reducing them as full human beings. In fact, the only situation where
something similar to wages for housework has ever been introduced ah...was in Nazi Germany
ah...where it was used to get women out of the work force so that they can provide large families

to safeguard the future of the fatherland.
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Of course, the State does already pay mothers family allowance to help feed and clothe the
children. And some people have argued this would be the basis of um ah... a system whereby
wages would be paid for housework, to be clearly stated that this is a very different matter from a
wage for housework um... a family allowance is a recognition of a social responsibility. Whereas
a wage for housework would in effect serve as 2 means to maintain, what many women feel it an

oppressive situation.
