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Abstract

Title: Development of Interpersonal Psychotherapy Model for Patients with Depressive

Disorders in Thailand

Background and Rationale: Depressive disorder is the common psychiatric disorders leading to the
socioeconomic loss. Interpersonal psychotherapy (IPT) is one the evidence-based therapies for
depression. The socio-cultural context is the concerning issue when adapting IPT for use in Thailand.
The author developed and adapted IPT into a group format and study the effects of the program on

the reduction of depressive symptoms in Thai depressed patients.

Research Obijective: To study the effects of interpersonal psychotherapy in a group format (IPT-G) on
the reduction of depressive symptoms in Thai depressed patients by comparing the IPT-G plus the

usual medication treatment with the usual medication treatment only.

Methods: The randomized controlled trial was conducted. The selection criteria were patients with
major depressive disorder or persistent depressive disorder by DSM-5 criteria and the score of Thai
HRSD of 13 or above. The total number of depressed patients were 64. They were allocated into the
experimental group and the control group (equally 32 person in each group) by block randomization.
The experimental group received 12-week IPT-G with the usual medication treatment while the
control group received only the usual medication treatment only. The symptoms of depression and
the severity of clinical condition were assessed by using Thai HRSD and CGI before the program
(week 0), and at the week 4, 8, 12, and after the program (week 16). The repeated measures ANOVA
was used to compare the differences of the scores of depression and the severity of clinical
conditions throughout the study period. A p-value of less than 0,05 was considered statistically

significant.

Results: The experimental group receiving IPT-G with the usual medication treatment had the
reduction of scores on depression (by Thai HRSD) and the clinical conditions (by CGI) than the
control group receiving only the usual medication treatment in the week 4, 8,12, and after the study

(week 16).

Conclusion: Interpersonal psychotherapy in a group format (IPT-G) was adapted and developed to
reduce the patients’ depressive symptoms and the severity of clinical conditions. The IPT-G plus the
usual medication treatment had the effects on reduction of patients’ depressive symptoms and the

severity of clinical conditions than the usual medication treatment only.
