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The purposes of this study were to clarify Taiwan’s New Southbound Policy

implementation as a tool to balance China.

The results of the study revealed that Taiwan’s New Southbound Policy
built a diplomatic tie with 18 partnerships in Southeast Asia, South Asia countries,
Australia, and New Zealand by promoting regional exchange and collaboration. The
policy's main objective is to enhance economic, trade relations, research and
technology, culture, agriculture, resource sharing, and people-centered interaction.
It also aims to strengthen the complete trade and economic linkages between
Taiwan and 18 partnerships. This policy has helped Taiwan distance itself from China
and reduce Taiwan reliance on mainland China. Thus, Taiwan’s New Southbound
Policy can describe soft balancing methods as a tool to maintain diplomatic ties.
Taiwan is trying to maintain the status quo in cross-strait relations. Moreover, Taiwan

persuades like-minded nations to restrain China's power in cross-strait relations.
